3 Underwear

Waterproof Raincoat(Activities will
continue even if wet)

Handkerchiefs

Eating

Knife, fork, spoon, teaspoon
Plate (Not Breakable)

Bowl (Not Breakable)

Mug (Not Breakable)
Tea-towels

Water bottle

A Packet of Biscuits (to be
handed in on arrival)

Other Gear

Torch

Spare batteries

Notebook and pencil
Personal First Aid Kit
Repair Kit (needles, thread,
buttons, safety-pins)

Toilet Gear

Soap

Toothbrush

Toothpaste

Face-cloth

Comb

Deodorant

Roll of toilet paper

Sunscreen (IMPORTANT)
Insect Repellent (IMPORTANT)
